


























THIS SEASON
- Has started seven games this season, including the first five games to open the year

2023-24 SEASON
- Led the NHL with 38 wins after sharing the league lead with 40 victories in 2022-23
- Became just the fourth goaltender since 1980 to lead the NHL in wins in back-to-back seasons, joining Braden Holtby (2015-17), Andrei Vasilevskiy
(five straight, 2017-22) and Martin Brodeur twice (four straight, 2002-07 and four straight, 1997-2001)
- Joined Patrick Roy (seven times) as the only goalies in franchise history to record multiple 30-win seasons
- Appeared in a career-high 63 games—second most in the NHL—and led the league in minutes (3,638)
- Ranked second among netminders in starts (62) and was fifth in saves (1588)
- Played in his first NHL All-Star Game

CAREER
- Spent his entire career with the Rangers prior to joining the Avalanche

THIS SEASON
- In his six starts this season, Annunen is 5-1-0 with a 2.35 goals-against average and .908 save percentage
- Tied his career high with a four-game win streak, Oct. 20-27, during which he posted a 2.01 GAA and .927 Sv%

2023-24 SEASON
- Appeared in 14 games (12 starts) for the Avalanche, posting an 8-4-1 record with a 2.25 GAA, .928 Sv% and two shutouts
- His .928 Sv% and 2.25 GAA ranked first among all rookies who appeared in at least 10 games
- Recorded consecutive shutouts, Feb. 29 at Chicago and March 4 vs. Chicago, the first rookie in franchise history to do so
- Appeared in 23 games for the Colorado Eagles (AHL), posting a 14-5-4 record with a 2.65 GAA and .908 Sv%

CAREER
- In 2022-23, he fashioned a 22-10-8 record with a .916 Sv% in 41 games with the Colorado Eagles
- Won his first NHL start on Dec. 6, 2021 at Philadelphia, becoming the youngest Avalanche goalie to win his first start (21, 270 days)
- Played in the 2020 IIHF World Junior Championship



THIS SEASON

- Picked up his first point as a member of the Avalanche with an assist on Oct. 20 at San Jose

- Claimed on waivers from Pittsburgh prior to the season on Oct. 5

2023-24 SEASON

- Spent the majority of the year with the Pittsburgh Penguins and recorded five points (3g/2a) in 33 games, marking his first career NHL

appearances

- Made his NHL debut on Oct. 24 vs. Dallas

- Scored his first NHL goal on Feb. 14 vs. Florida

- Also dressed in four contests for the AHL’s Wilkes-Barre/Scranton Penguins

CAREER

- Has suited up in 74 career AHL games for Wilkes-Barre/Scranton, the Charlotte Checkers and Syracuse Crunch from 2020-24

- Prior to turning pro, Ludvig competed for the Portland Winterhawks of the WHL from 2017-20 and was selected to the league’s Western

Conference First All-Star Team in 2019-20

- Captained Portland his final season in 2019-20

PERSONAL

His father, Jan, played 314 NHL games with the New Jersey Devils and Buffalo Sabres from 1982-89



THIS SEASON

- Is a combined +142 since joining the Avalanche in 2020-21

- Colorado is 192-76-23 (.699) all-time with Toews in the lineup

- Appeared in his 400th NHL game on Oct. 22 at Seattle

- Missed four contests, Oct. 14-20 (lower body injury), snapping his career-long streak of 160 consecutive games played

2023-24

- Appeared in all 82 games for the first time in his career

- Finished second among Colorado defensemen in points (50), goals (12), assists (38)

- Reached the 50-point mark for the third consecutive year, joining Cale Makar (2019-24) and Sandis Ozolinsh (1995-98) as the only blueliners

in franchise history to do so

- Finished second on the team in plus/minus (+28), ice time (23:26), blocks (110)

- Ranked third among Avalanche defensemen with six points (1g/5a) in 10 postseason contests

CAREER

- Won a Stanley Cup with Colorado in 2022

- Spent his first two NHL seasons with the Islanders (2018-20)

- Played collegiately at Quinnipiac



THIS SEASON

- Leads all NHL defensemen in points (23)

- Opened the year with a 13-game point streak, second longest by a defenseman to start a season (Bobby Orr, 15, 1973-74)

- NHL's First Star for the month of October

- Found the scoresheet in all 11 October games to tie for the league lead with 19 points

2023-24 SEASON

- Named to the NHL Second All-Star Team and was a finalist for the Norris Trophy for the fourth consecutive season

- Finished second among NHL defensemen with 90 points, the most by a rearguard in franchise history

- Led all blueliners in points/game (1.17) and was second in goals (21) and assists (69)

- 69 helpers were also a franchise record for a defender

- Led Colorado in playoff scoring with 15 points (5g/10a) in 11 contests

THIS SEASON

- Recalled from the Colorado Eagles (AHL) for a second time on Nov. 1

- Tallied four points (0g/4a) in six games for the Eagles, with his four helpers leading the club

2023-24 SEASON

- Spent his third year with the Los Angeles Kings’ AHL affiliate, the Ontario Reign

- Recorded a team-best 66 points (9g/57a) in 71 games and paced the AHL in assists for the third straight season

CAREER

- This marks a return to Colorado for Tynan, who played parts of two years with the Avalanche from 2019-21 (16 games)

- Has seen NHL action with the Blue Jackets, Avalanche and Kings

- Named the AHL’s most valuable player (Les Cunningham Award) in back-to-back years from 2020-21 to 2021-22, just the fifth player in

league history to take home the honors in consecutive seasons

- His 2020-21 MVP campaign came as a member of the Colorado Eagles

- Won a Calder Cup with Lake Erie in 2016

- Represented Team USA at the 2022 and 2023 IIHF World Championship

- Played collegiately at Notre Dame



2023-24 SEASON

- Tallied his first goal of the year on Nov. 5 vs. Seattle

- Recalled from the Colorado Eagles (AHL) for a third time on Oct. 23

- Has appeared in one game for the Eagles so far this season

2023-24 SEASON

- Recorded 14 points (8g/6a) in 21 games for the Colorado Eagles (AHL)

- Appeared in 13 games for the Avalanche, registering two points (1g/1a)

- Also saw action in two playoff contests for the Avs (0g/0a)

- Made his season debut for the Avalanche on Feb. 18 vs. Arizona, his first game with Colorado since Feb. 21, 2016

- Missed the first 42 games of the season while on the Injured Non Roster list (Achilles)

- Leads Colorado in hits (34) and paces all Avalanche forwards in blocked shots (17)

- Set a career high with six blocked shots on Nov. 5 vs. Seattle, the most by an Avalanche forward since Oct. 16, 2015 (Nathan MacKinnon at

Anaheim)

2023-24 SEASON

- Registered 18 points (8g/10a) in 80 games with the Ottawa Senators, setting career-highs in games played, goals, assists and points

- Shared the team-lead with two shorthanded goals

CAREER

- Spent his entire career with Ottawa prior to joining the Avalanche, tallying 35 points (17g/18a) in 177 regular-season games with the Sens

- Originally signed with Ottawa as a free agent on Sept. 19, 2017 and suited up in 128 AHL games with the Belleville Senators from 2017-2022

- Prior to turning pro, Kelly played for the WHL's Prince Albert Raiders from 2015-19



THIS SEASON

- Left the Oct. 28th game vs. Chicago due to a lower-body injury

- Was leading the Avalanche and ranked second in the NHL with eight goals at the time of the injury

- His four power-play goals were tied for the league high

- Equaled his career best with a three-game goal streak from Oct. 16-20, which included back-to-back multi-goal games Oct. 18-20

2023-24 SEASON

- Set a career high with 40 points (17g/23a) in 80 games during his first season in Colorado

- His 23 assists were also a personal best

- Led the Avalanche with 43 hits during the playoffs

CAREER

- Spent his first three NHL seasons with Tampa Bay

- Scored the Stanley Cup clinching goal in Game 5 of the 2021 Final against Montreal, the only tally in a 1-0 victory

- Became the seventh rookie in NHL history to score a Cup-clinching goal and just the second in the League’s modern era (since 1943-44),

joining Mike Rupp in 2003 with New Jersey

- Skated in all 23 postseason contests for the Lightning during the 2022 playoffs



THIS SEASON

- Ranks third on the club in hits (27)

- Signed a six-year contract extension through the 2030-31 campaign prior to the start of the season on Sept. 23

2023-24 SEASON

- Despite being limited to 57 games due to season-ending hip surgery (March 21), O’Connor still set a career high with 13 goals and added 12

assists for 25 points

- Led the Avalanche with three shorthanded goals, all of which came in consecutive games from Oct. 17-21

- O’Connor became the ninth player in NHL history to score a shorthanded tally in three straight games and the second in franchise history,

joining Joe Sakic from Oct. 15-24, 1998

- Tallied his first career hat trick on Jan. 20 at Philadelphia

CAREER

- Has spent his entire career with the Avalanche organization after signing as a free agent on July 23, 2018

- 2022 Stanley Cup champion

- Led the AHL with five shorthanded goals with the Colorado Eagles in 2018-19

- 2017 NCAA championship with the University of Denver



THIS SEASON

- Is currently out with an upper-body injury

2023-24 SEASON

- Set career highs in points (56) and assists (37) during his first season with Colorado, ranking fourth on the team in both categories

- Was fifth on the Avalanche in goals (19)

- Missed the first eight games of the postseason due to a lower-body injury

CAREER

- Began his NHL career with Tampa Bay (2014-17) prior to joining Montreal for six seasons (2017-23)

- Played junior hockey with Halifax (QMJHL) from 2011-14, totaling 242 points (77g/165a) in 128 games and 102 points (34g/68a) in 50

postseason outings

- In 2012-13, won the Michel Brière Trophy as QMJHL MVP and was named the Canadian Major Junior Player of the Year

- Finished second in the Q with 105 points (41g/64a) in 49 games in 2013 and added a league-best 35 points (12g/23a) in 17 postseason

contests to earn playoff MVP and help Halifax win the Memorial Cup



THIS SEASON

- Is currently out due to a upper-body injury

2023-24 SEASON

- Recorded 26 points (9g/17a) in 74 games during his first season with Colorado

- Set a career high in assists (17)

- Scored his first career overtime goal (regular season or playoffs) in Game 1 of the second round series at Dallas on May 7

CAREER

- Spent his entire career with New Jersey prior to signing with Colorado

- Collected 148 points (78g/70a) in 402 contests with the Devils

- Played one season for Boston College in 2015-16

- Represented Team USA at the 2016 IIHF World Championship and 2015 IIHF World Junior Championship

PERSONAL

- His father, Randy, played 741 NHL games with the Islanders, Buffalo, Toronto and Dallas

- Leads the NHL in points (25)

- Tied a franchise record with five assists on Nov. 5 vs. Seattle

- Appeared in his 800th NHL game on Oct. 27 vs. Ottawa and scored his 189th goal at Ball Arena, passing Milan Hejduk for the most in that

building's history

- 14th career OT goal on Oct. 18 vs. Anaheim, extending his franchise record

- 900th NHL point on Oct. 9 at Vegas

2023-24

- Won the Hart Trophy and Ted Lindsay Award

- Finished second in league scoring with 140 points (51g/89a) in 82 games, breaking the single-season franchise record of 139 set by Peter

Stastny in 1981-82

- Second NHL player in the last 25 years to reach 50+ goals and 85+ assists in a season (Connor McDavid, 2022-23)

- Led the NHL in multi-point games (44), even-strength points (92), shots (405)

- First player in NHL history to register two different point streaks of at least 19 games in the same season

THIS SEASON

- Ranks second on the club in goals (6-tied) and fourth in points (15)

- Owns the longest current ironman streak on the team at 209 games

- Notched consecutive three-point games, Oct. 24-27, matching his career high for points in a single contest

- Tallied his 200th NHL point while appearing in his 200th consecutive game on Oct. 18 vs. Anaheim

- Scored in each of the first three games to open the season, the longest goal streak of his NHL career

2023-24

- Set a career high with 18 goals in 80 combined games for the Sabres and Avalanche

- Acquired from Buffalo on March 6

- Was leading the Sabres with 47 points (14g/33a) in 62 games

- Added nine points (3g/6a) in 11 Stanley Cup Playoff games

CAREER

- Appeared in 339 games with the Sabres from 2017-24, registering 186 points (62g/124a)

- Was the only Buffalo skater to participate in all 82 games in 2022-23

- Played one season at the University of Minnesota in 2017-18

- Leads Colorado defensemen in hits (28)

2023-24 SEASON

- Set a career high with eight goals and added 17 assists for 25 points in 76 games

- His 25 points were the second most of his career (37 in 2017-18 with Anaheim)

- Led the Avalanche with 211 hits, tied for the eighth-most among NHL defensemen

- Finished third among Colorado blueliners in goals and points

- Added seven points (2g/5a) and a team-best +7 plus/minus rating in 11 playoff contests

CAREER

- Member of the 2022 Stanley Cup champion Avalanche

- Spent his first seven-plus seasons with the Ducks from 2014-22 prior to joining Colorado

- Played college hockey for Northeastern (2011-14)



THIS SEASON

- Leads the Avalanche in blocked shots (24)

- Did not dress on Nov. 2 at Nashville due to an upper-body injury

2023-24 SEASON

- Appeared in 59 games for the Tampa Bay Lightning, recording 10 points (3g/7a)

- Also skated in one postseason contest

- Dressed in his 600th NHL game on Dec. 14 at Edmonton

CAREER

- Has appeared in over 600 NHL games with New York, Carolina, Chicago, Tampa, Colorado

- Made his NHL debut on Dec. 15, 2011 vs. Dallas a member of the Islanders and went on to play parts of six seasons in New York

- Signed a four-year contract with Carolina on July 3, 2018 and was traded to the Blackhawks on June 25, 2019

- Re-joined the ‘Canes on a one-year deal for 2022-23 before signing a one-year contract with Tampa Bay on July 2, 2023

- Played three seasons for the Oshawa Generals of the Ontario Hockey League from 2008-11

- Internationally, won a silver medal with Canada at the 2017 IIHF World Championship and at both the 2010 and 2011 IIHF World Junior

THIS SEASON

- Ranks second on the club in blocked shots (25)

- Tallied his 200th NHL point on Oct. 9 at Vegas

2023-24 SEASON

- Recorded 18 points (3g/15a) in 59 games during his seventh NHL season

- Was unavailable to the club (Nov. 24–Dec. 19) while he received care from the Player Assistance Program of the NHLPA and NHL

CAREER

- 2022 Stanley Cup champion

- Set career highs in points (37), goals (6) and assists (31) in 2022-23

- Had a streak of 231 consecutive games from 2017-21, the second longest ever by an Avalanche defenseman (Martin Skoula, 285).

- Began his NHL career with Nashville before being traded to Colorado

- Made his regular-season NHL debut on Oct. 9 at Vegas

2023-24

- Began the season in the KHL before coming over to the Colorado Eagles (AHL) and eventually the Avalanche

- Had 35 points (11g/24a) in 42 games with Torpedo Nizhny Novgorod

- Added four points (0g/4a) in five playoff games before suffering a leg injury

- Reported to the Eagles where he rehabbed his injury before making his AHL debut on April 16

- Notched three points (1g/2a) in four regular-season AHL contests and added one goal (1g/0a) in two Calder Cup Playoff games

- Was recalled on April 28 and made his NHL debut that afternoon in Game 4 (R1) vs. Winnipeg

PERSONAL

- His father, Andrei, played for Colorado during its inaugural season of 1995-96. They are the first father-son duo to play for the Avalanche



THIS SEASON

- Missed four games due to due to illness, Oct. 18-24

2023-24 SEASON

- Appeared in 33 games for the Calgary Flames, recording eight points (3g/5a)

- Kylington, who missed the entire 2022-23 season and the first half of the 2023-24 campaign due to personal reasons, was named one of three

finalists for the Bill Masterton Memorial Trophy for perseverance, sportsmanship and dedication to hockey

CAREER

- Recorded 55 points (17g/38a) in 201 games with Calgary

- Also appeared in 12 Stanley Cup Playoff contests (1g/2a)

- In 2021-22, he recorded a career-high 31 points (9g/22a) in 73 games, ranking second among Flames defensemen in goals and third in points

- Made his NHL debut on April 9, 2016 at Minnesota

- Also skated in 192 career AHL games with the Stockton Heat and Calgary Wranglers, notching 91 points (28g/63a)

- Prior to being drafted, Kylington had spent his entire career in his native Sweden and represented his country at the 2017 IIHF World Junior

- Missed the first 12 games following offseason shoulder surgery

- Missed 35 games due to a neck injury from Nov. 11–Jan. 20

- Added 11 points (6g/5a) in 11 playoff contests, raking second on the Avalanche in goals and fourth in points

- Lit the lamp in all five games of the first round series against Winnipeg

CAREER

- 2022 Stanley Cup champion

- Led the NHL with four game-winning goals during the 2022 playoffs

- Scored the series-clinching goal in both the 2022 Stanley Cup Final and Western Conference Final

- In 2022-23, he set career highs in goals (21), assists (30), points (51) in his first full season with Colorado

- Spent his first five-and-a-half NHL seasons with Montreal (2016-22)

- Sent Montreal to the 2021 Stanley Cup Final after scoring the series-clinching goal in Game 6 of the 2021 Semi Final against Vegas

- Split his first full professional season between the Avalanche and Colorado Eagles (AHL)

- Added two assists (0g/2a) in three Calder Cup Playoff outings

- Made his NHL debut on Nov. 13 at Seattle

- Scored his first NHL goal and added an assist on Dec. 13 vs. Buffalo

CAREER

- Played four seasons at Cornell University

- Served as team captain as a senior in 2022-23 and was named to the NCAA (East) Second All-American Team

- ECAC First All-Star Team in both 2021-22 and 2022-23

- Following the completion of his NCAA season, signed a two-year deal with the Avs on Mar. 30, 2023 and joined the Colorado Eagles

- Tallied five points (3g/2a) in seven regular-season AHL games and added five points (0g/5a) in seven playoff contests

- Scored his first NHL goal on Oct. 24 at Utah

- Recorded his first career point with an assist on Oct. 12 vs. Columbus

- Made his NHL debut on Oct. 9 at Vegas

- According to the NHL, Ivan is the first player ever to have the same first and last name

2023-24 SEASON

- Spent his first professional season with the AHL's Colorado Eagles, where he led all team rookies in goals (12) and points (31) over 67 games

- The 67 appearances ranked tied for fourth among all Eagles skaters

- Also appeared in three Calder Cup Playoff games

- Played most of the season on an AHL contract before signing an NHL deal on March 5

CAREER

- Prior to joining the Avalanche organization, the Ostrava, Czechia, native registered 177 points (75g/102a) in 191 outings with the Cape Breton

Eagles of the QMJHL from 2019-23

- Led Cape Breton and finished 10th in the QMJHL with 90 points (33g/57a) in 64 games during the 2022-23 campaign

- Represented his country at the 2022 IIHF World Junior Championship



THIS SEASON

- Made his NHL debut on Nov. 2 at Nashville

- Third member of the 2024 NHL Draft to make his debut, joining first rounders Macklin Celebrini and Jett Luchanko

- Just the second seventh-round pick in the last 20 years to make his debut the ensuing season after his draft (Dylan Ferguson in 2017-18)

- Recorded four points (1g/3a) in six games for the Colorado Eagles (AHL)

- Signed a three-year, entry-level contract just prior to the season on Oct. 6

- First player in franchise history to wear #85

2023-24

- Registered 67 points (22g/45a) in 63 contests with Victoriaville of the QMJHL

- Finished fourth on the Tigres in scoring and added five shorthanded goals to pace the team

- Went on to appear in 14 postseason contests with Victoriaville, registering 11 points (3g/8a)

CAREER

- Collected 135 points (45g/90a) in 191 career QMJHL regular-season games from 2021-24

- Prior to joining the QMJHL, skated in 37 MHL contests with Russkie Vityazi during the 2020-21 season, totaling 11 points (2g/11a)

2023-24 SEASON

- Underwent a cartilage transplant in his right knee on May 10, 2023 and missed the entire 2023-24 season

CAREER

- Entering his 13th season as captain, second longest streak in franchise history (Joe Sakic 17 seasons, 16 consecutive)

- Only two players have served as captain of their current teams longer: Sidney Crosby (18th season) and Alex Ovechkin (16th season)

- Missed the entire 2022-23 and 2023-24 campaign due to a knee injury

- 2012 Calder Trophy

- Captained the Avalanche to the 2022 Stanley Cup

- Became the fourth European-born and trained player to captain his team to a Stanley Cup, joining Alex Ovechkin (Russia) in 2018, Zdeno

Chara (Slovakia) in 2011 and Nicklas Lidstrom (Sweden) in 2008



THIS SEASON

- Had a career-high three-game goal streak, Oct. 20-24

- Recorded his first career regular-season multi-goal game with a pair of tallies on Oct. 22 at Seattle

2023-24

- Appeared in 56 games after signing with the Avalanche on Nov. 12, recording nine points (3g/6a)

- Attended training camp on a PTO before signing an AHL deal with the Colorado Eagles, where he had six points (2g/4a) in 10 games

- Went on to dress in eight Stanley Cup Playoff games, notching two points (1g/1a)

CAREER

- Spent his entire with Dallas prior to joining the Avalanche

- In 2022-23, he had a career-high eight goals (8g/1a) in 70 games

- Signed with Dallas as an undrafted free agent on May 31, 2019
